It may not be too late for the world
to come to grips with overpopulation

Anyone who plans to be around in 40 years should be more than a little concerned that by
that time the world’s population will double if the current birth rate isn’t slowed significantly.
And those whose kids and grandkids will be around then should be troubled that in 2033 the
planet Earth probably won’t be able to support all those humans living on it.

According to the Population Institute, a non-profit educational organization specializing in
global population issues, every 10 minutes 2,400 more babies are born. Half of them are born
in nations where natural and economic resources are already limited by too many people. In
the year 2020, the combined populations of Asia and Africa alone will be 6 billion to 8 bil-
lion, more than the current population of 5.6 billion for the entire world.

There are already 65 countries that depend on subsistence farming and by the year 2000
won’t be able to feed their people. Despite an epidemic of AIDS and increasing starvation,
death rates won’t even get close to current birth rates.
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And since 70% of Third World families depend on wood for fuel, the specter of continued
deforestation and its resulting devastation to the world’s ecological system is ominous. It is
estimated that by the year 2000 timberland equaling the size of 40 Californias will disappear.
Also by 2000, the world will have to produce 800 million new jobs to accommodate the popu-
lation growth.

In human terms, continuing overpopulation will lead to more and more of the world’s
people living a life of hunger, cold and poverty. More and more wars will be fought over less
and less land. And there will eventually be what Werner Fornos, the head of the population
Institute, calls “an environmental apocalypse.”

Where there has been political leadership, there have been tremendous inroads into slow-
ing out-of-control birth rates. In Mexico, for example, 65 % of all couples use birth control
after the government set up family planning clinics and launched an information campaign.

For those who think that as long as they, their kids and grandkids live in the good old USA
there’s no reason to get excited, think again. In America, the population is expected to grow
by 52% by 2050. And 23% of those now giving birth are teenagers; 60% of them live on Aid
to Families with Dependent Children.

In addition, this nation, which currently makes up only 5 per cent of the word’s popula-
tion, uses 70% of the world’s resources. By the time a child born in this country today reaches
age 75, he or she will produce 52 tons of garbage and consume 10 million gallons of water.
So adding more and more Americans to the world’s population adds more and more environ-
mental problems, too.

With 2,400 babies born every 10 minutes for the next 40 years, the future for everyone’s
kids and grandkids is downright bleak. As a headline in a Population Institute publication put
it: “No matter what your cause — it’s a lost cause if we don’t come to grips with overpopula-
tion”.
